Safety Corner ñ Lewis Kelly  

To follow up on the last safety note:(Which brake is most effective): Item 
#2. Is the front wheel likely to skid if you apply the front brake hard? And 
the answer is NO (explain) The front wheel likely to skid uncontrollably 
and bring you down only if you jam the front brake on HARD. If you ap-
ply the front brake in a staged (progressive) process, the front wheel 
may skid but that skid is normally quite controllable. Item #3. IS THE 
REAR WHEEL LIKELYT O SKID IF YOU APPLY THE BRAKES 
HARD?. With most of the weight being on the front wheel, the rear 
wheel tends to be light under braking and will therefore lock up and skid 
very easily. Ride Safe & Ride with Pride.

Southern Regional Conference Knights of the Round Table Tournament                                                                                                

 The Blue Knights was started in 1974 by policemen, in part to improve the image of motorcycling, due to the negative public opinion gener-

ated by Hollywood outlaw motorcycle movies.  Firemen often rode with the Blue Knights until 1988, when the Red Knights were founded, ñto improve 

the image of motorcyclingò.  In 1999, due to the number of military personnel being lost to motorcycle accidents, the Green Knights were started to 

improve motorcycle training and education.  All three organizations prohibit outlaw conduct and are governed by strict rules incorporating safety and 

public image.                                                                                                           

 In May 2009, I met with the Green Knights in Washington, D.C. and learned more about their structure and safety oriented goals, suggesting we have a 

joint function.  In June, I represented the Blue Knights in a Firemanôs fundraiser, and met the International President of the Red Knights motorcycle club.  I dis-

cussed the existence of the Green Knights and he inquired about having a joint function.  The Red Knights President discussed club politics making a three way 

ñjointò function an uphill battle multiplied by three clubs.  I suggested a solution to make it a three way challenge to a fun competition, each club having equal stand-

ing in representing their own and sharing in the labors, but not a formal association.  The Red Knights President felt it could be done and a telephone call to the 

Green Knights in Washington confirmed it was a good idea, but keeping it a challenge and preventing another group from stealing the idea was another element.  

By July, having recently conducted an overnighter at the Best Western Hotel in Titusville, I was able to secure a $49.00 room rate and the use of their property for 

the event.  Planning this event was confidential to prevent another ñKnightsò club, or a break-away group, from undermining the function announcing a parallel 

event.  Each of the three organizations in assisting with the planning, format, and contributing labor during the event, with the knowledge that the Blue Knights 

Southern Regional Conference set up the first Knights of the Round Table Tournament.                       

 The Knights of the Round Table Tournament is a, ñfun motorcycle competitionò, designed to be fair to all, with a few surprises.  ALL RIDERS CAN COM-

PETE because this is NOT a skills competition (otherwise the Blue Knights would win) and held with a medieval theme.  Weôll have medieval minstrel music, flags, 

banners, and Florida XVI has been invited to amuse the attendees as court jesters (theyôre real crowd pleasers).  Announcements will be made from a camperôs 

toy hauler lift gate, decorated to look like a castle drawbridge, overlooking the competition ñfieldò.  The competition ñfieldò will be 5 components in a straight line, 

easing judging and scoring cards, and taking a short time to complete.  Other events will be a costume judging, a toga party on Friday night, a motorcycle skills 

demo by the Brevard County Sheriffôs motormen, a K-9 demonstration and a Blacksmithôs challenge, a hundreds year old game played during medieval times 

(another surprise!).  Weôre trying to set up a carnival sponge throw and block and racks to, ñpunishò, agreeable executives for meager donations (and photo ops!) to 

the cause.  The neutral charity, not highlighting any of the three organizations, is the Titusville Neighborhood Services Department, which arranges vocational 

counseling and training for the homeless and provides meals for the elderly and under privileged.  We have vendors coming from as far away as Tennessee and 

adding as many extras leading up to the event, as we can imagine or suggested by anyone who can show us how.  This not a ñformalò function with a closing ban-

quet, so the opening ceremony on Saturday will be a memorable experience, including representation from each of the three clubs.  The admission is only $10.00 

for ride (competitor) $5.00 for passenger, and $3.00 for spectators.  THIS IS A CLOSED MEMBERSHIP BENEFIT AND A FUNCTION for these three Knights or-

ganizations, their families and guests.  Unless majority opinion dictates otherwise, only these three clubs will be actual competitors on the field.  Brevard County 

Permit Office indicated we need no permits as a private function, and insurance is not required.  Best Western Hotel is not requiring insurance as well, helping to 

keep the costs to a minimum.                                                                                                                                                                                                           

 The Medieval Theme opens the door to a lot of creativity and sets the stage for a pleasant and rewarding week-end.  The schedule starts registration on 

Friday, December 4, at 12:00 p.m. followed by ongoing (cursory) motorcycle competition inspections by the Green Knights.  The competition field will open at 3:00 

p.m. for members to run through for score, while Fl. XVIIôs court jesters entertain the crowds with their antics.  There will be costume judging events, a Toga Party, 

and a Blacksmiths Contest, a hundreds year old competition that was popular in the medieval times.  Again anyone can win!
