As a reminder remember that it is time to file your corporation annual report (Florida) arplasteards with
the IRS annual Electronic Filing RequiremeAdl chapters should be familiar with the requirements that ¢
non-profit Small Exempt Organizations must file Form 990 (ePostcard) regardless of incom®mall tax
-exempt organizations whosgeoss receiptarenormally $25,000 or legway be required to electronically
submit Form 99N, also known as thelostcard. The Pension Protection Act of 2006 added this filing
requirement to ensure that the IRS and potential donors have current information

about your organizationlhe first

e-Postcards were due in 2008 for tax year ending on or after December 31, 2007.

The ePostcard is due every year by the 15th day of the 5th month after the close of

yourtax year For example, if your tax year ended on December 31, 2007, the e

Postcard is due May 15, 2008.

You cannot file the ePostcard until after your tax year ends.
